In
partnership with the National Commission on Asian American and Pacific Islander Research in
Education (CARE), APIASF engaged practitioners, policymakers, and thought leaders on the importance
of Asian American and Native American Pacific Islanderd Serving Institutions (AANAPISIS) in
accelerating student success. With strategic collaboration, APIASF launched its first financial literacy
social media video which quickly reached the milestone of 1,000,000 views within its first three months.
With so many AAPI students facing financial barriers to higher education, this project has helped to
further our work making a difference for the community.

scattered around the world. Invisible Newcomersprovides a critical first
step to inform those with the power to facilitate better educational op-
portunities, providing the necessary support for new generations of
Americans, especially those seeking to become firstgeneration college
students.
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REACHING OUR COMMUNITY

On June 17, 2014, APIASF held its annual Higher Education
Summit centered on the theme, at the Ronald Reagan Building
and International Trade Center in Washington, D.C. The Sum-
mi t 6 s Crbating eMeaningful Change for AAPI Stu-
dents, highlighted how the acceleration of student success,
mobilization of communities and resources, and advancement
of institutional capacity contribute to broad scale meaningful
change for Asian American and Pacific Islander (AAPI) students.
To help address these challenges, APIASF and the National
Commission on Asian American and Pacific Islander Research in
Education (CARE) developed a bold threeyear initiative to cre-
ate widespread change for the AAPI student population. This
innovative effort, called the Partnership for Equity in Education through Research (PEER) project, launched
at the 2012 Higher Education Summit and set the foundation for APIASF's model of working with diverse
partners to increase success for AAPI students. During the event, participants had the opportunity to
choose from a variety of sessions focused on best practices to accelerate student success, mobilize com-
munities and strengthen institutional capacity. The forum concluded with a special reception hosted by
APIASF and was attended by key leaders in the education, policy, nofprofit, private and public sectors.
